Work Package [WALES]
This Work Package details the work to be carried out by [The Partner Institution] for the JISC Work-based Access to Learning through E-Services Project [WALES], and the budget that will be made available by the University of Glamorgan for that work.

1. Work Package
[The Partner Institution] will provide the tutor resource(s) for the WALES project as agreed with the project manager. At least one HE course delivered by the FE Partner Institution will be chosen and at least one tutor on that course will participate as part of the project team.

The tutor work package will be to:

· Plan an appropriate use of mobile technology and social networking services for the chosen course and delivery pattern
· Introduce the learners to the plan and agree implementation and evaluation arrangements
· Install and test the MobiGlam application on the tutor and learners’ mobile phones
· Agree an approach to the use of social software acceptable to the learners
· Apply the plan over an agreed delivery period and participate in the subsequent evaluation
2. Budget
The JISC funded WALES project will make a budget allocation of £2,000 to each of the FE Partner Institutions completing the tutor work package.
In addition, the project will provide a financial incentive of £25 for each of the learners participating in the work package activity and evaluation.

Claims for agreed travel and subsistence costs for project meetings and planned project activities may also be made.

The total funding to be claimed, including each of the three components above, will be agreed in advance with the project manager and claimed on completion of the work package.
